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Fig. 1S. Fv/Fm of the control (green cells throughout) and the green-to-red transition (and recovery) experiment. Note that the decline of Fv/Fm to 0 is due to the large decrease in the Chl fluorescence signal overall and not necessarily due to the complete loss of the PSII activity of red cells.
